Thank you to everyone who has been making a real
effort to get your children to school on time., We know that, on occasions, you might be late due to traffic or reasons beyond your
control, but there are still many children who are late every day.

Being even just 5 minutes late in the morning impacts on your child’s learning.

The children miss vital information being given during registration time and miss the first instructions in their morning lessons. Phonics
and core learning take place first thing in the morning where children are often in different groupings and rooms. Being late leads to a
confusing time for the children trying to get to the right place. | would urge you to try to make a real effort to get your child into school
on time.
